LOGO

Our logo is the core visual element of the port brand. Often the �rst and only touchpoint for our audiences, it is 

essential that we remain mindful of its quality and integrity in all communications. The graphic language of the logo 

mark re�ects:

• The calming deep blue of the sea and our maritime businesses
• The rich greenery of the land - our stewardship principles
• The radiant light blue sky and our aviation businesses 

Logo Color 

Use the primary, full-color logo whenever possible. 

Sometimes the full color logo can look too busy or get lost when placed over photography or dark backgrounds that 

con�ict with our brand colors. For these situations,  use the one-color or white version  of the logo.
